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Visa-regulations for EU- and Non-EU-citizens

The Australian Internships program has been approved by DIAC (Department of Immigration
and Citizenship) for the Special Program 416. Australian Internships will issue the necessary

documentation to suitable candidates so they are able to obtain the Special Program Visa 416

- this visa option provides flexibility to complete related study with the internship for periods

of up to 12 months.

Applicants from the following countries can complete an internship on the WHYV for a
maximum of six months: United Kingdom, Canada, the Netherlands, Japan, Republic of
Ireland, Republic of Korea, Malta, Germany, Denmark, Sweden, Norway, the Hong Kong
Special Administrative Region (HKSAR) of the People's Republic of China, Finland, the
Republic of Cyprus, France, Italy, Belgium, Estonia and Taiwan. (please refer to the DIAC
website for confirmation www.immi.gov.au)

The Working Holiday Visa is valid for 12 months and you are then eligible to study English
for up to 12 weeks, gain work either paid or unpaid for up to six months with any one
employer and travel in Australia. You are also eligible to gain paid work during you stay
with this visa.

Note in order to be eligible for the internship program candidates must meet the following
reugirements:

Be between the age of 18 — 30

Provide proof of that their educational background is directly related to their internship.
Falling into the below student status:

Currently enroleed in a tertiary course, or

Recent graduate within 12 months of course completion (Professional Internship Program), or
Recent graduate within 24 months of course completion (Hospitality Internship Program).
Prove a genuine interest in the internship program.

Statement of Internship Objectives and how the internship relates to current studies or
occupation (Note: A template Statement of Objectives can be provided to ensure that
your documents are in line with the requirements)

Evidence of financial support or training wage. This may be included in the home
university letter, the training body letter or as a separate document.

Evidence of current Medical, Accident, Travel and Personal Liability Insurance — not
required if insurance is to be purchased through Australian Internships

Evidence of AUD$500 deposit
